Brother Knights,

The Easter Sea-
son is almost over
and | hope you all |
had an opportunity

to participate in 3
the programs and
ceremonies that
were offered at St
Paul Church. My
family and | look
forward to them every year as they
help remind us that Jesus suffered
and died for us, then rose from the
dead leaving us the richness of our
Catholic Faith.

I had the opportunity, this season, to
read the book “Parish Priest” which is
an articulate and sensitively written
biography of Father Michael J. McGiv-
ney, founder of the Knights of Colum-
bus. In atime when the secular press
inundates us with horrific accounts of
abusive priests, this biography reflects
the ideal standard of the parish priest.
The authors, Brinkley and Fenster, did
a very thorough and respectful job of
depicting his life and what he was able
to accomplish during his brief time on
earth. He was born in 1852 and died
in 1890 at the young age of 38, after
suffering a bout of influenza, which
resulted in pneumonia. In 1882, at the
age of 30, he was successful in hav-
ing the State of Connecticut recognize
the Knights of Columbus with a formal
charter. At the time of his death, just
8 years after establishing the Knights
of Columbus, there were 6,000 mem-
bers. Having grown up in Connecti-
cut, | was able to identify with many of
the towns and churches that Father
McGivney was involved with in his
ministry, and his desire to aid the less
fortunate widows and children affected
by the loss of the primary bread win-
ner in their family. | learned a great
deal about the many obstacles he en-
countered along the way, but with faith
and persistence he achieved much in
establishing the Knights and other
activities in the Catholic Church. It

wasn't always easy for him but he
never forgot that his first obligation
was to serve as a humble Parish
Priest. In 1997 the Archbishop of the
Hartford Diocese initiated the process
for canonization of Father Michael J.
McGivney by appointing a postulator,

Father Gabriel O’Donnell, who shep-
| herds the cause for sainthood through

its many steps. Father Michael J.
McGivney would be the first American
born parish priest to be canonized.

The last line in the book reads: “In that
so many people still look to him for
guidance, he will ever be in the rela-
tionship that suited him best: a parish
priest for a modern world.”
